Pre- K 2 Information Meetings for Older 4 and Young 5-year old’s.
Wednesday January 23rd at noon.
Sometimes parents wisely choose another option (other than kindergarten) to allow their child a greater chance of success throughout their school years. 
Come and listen to Ms. Nancy talk about the benefits of giving children an extra ‘gift’ of time to prepare their child to be at their ‘best’ for kindergarten.  Kindergarten isn’t what it used to be, and children need to be socially and emotionally ready for this next step.   
The Pre- K 2 information meeting is valuable for families that have children with summer birthdays.  Students with early fall birthdays must have special permission from this year’s current preschool teacher or director to go into the older Pre-K ‘2’ class.  Your child may be academically ready to go into kindergarten but is he/she emotionally ready?   Maturity and self-discipline are very important factors when thinking about sending your child to school with larger class sizes and one teacher. 
Please note that our P-K 1 classes for the four-year olds also prepares children for kindergarten.               Most children that turn four early in the school year are usually very ready to go into kindergarten. 
If you have one doubt about your child’s readiness for kindergarten, then come join Ms. Nancy with your questions and concerns.
